Program Prerequisite Courses

BIOLOGY

e 2 consecutive semester high school within 5 years or 1 semester college equal to KC’s BIOL 101,
121, 122, or X-Ray 145 or 146. Grades must be a “C” or higher

MATH

e 2 consecutive semesters high school Algebra within 5 years or 1 semester college equal to KC’s
Math 101 or higher. Grades must be a “C” or better

Program Admissions Placement Requirements

MATH

Applicants must have placement in Math 102. Placement is determined by:

e ACT Math score of 17 or higher; OR

e SAT Math score of 460; OR

e Accuplacer Test (QRAS 250 or higher); OR

e ALEKS score 14 or higher; OR

e Completion of MATH 101 with a “C” or better; OR

e High school cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher on an unweighted 4.0 scale with successful
completion of a 4th year of math (placement must be within the last 18 months); OR

e GED or high school equivalency test score of 165 (placement must be within the last 18
months)

e Any form of placement must be within the last five years unless otherwise noted



ENGL

Must have placement in English 101. Placement is determined by:

e ACT English score of 18 or higher; OR

e KC Writing Placement (Verbal score of 310 or higher AND Essay score of 3 or higher); OR
e SAT Evidence-Based Reading and Writing score of 480 or higher; OR

e High school cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher on an unweighted 4.0 scale ; OR

e A GED or high school equivalency test score of 165: OR

e Completion of prerequisite course English 100 with a “B” or better; OR

e Completion of English 101 with a “C” or better.

e Any form of placement must be within the last five years
